5000 feet above sea level, Ceylon Tea Trails is a
collection of four beautifully restored plantation
bungalows set around a picturesque lake. Originally
built for British tea managers during the Raj, you
can now expect modern comforts with a dash of
style, fine cuisine and good service without losing a
sense of history. Each house comes with its own
chef, butler and manager and up to 6 luxurious
guest rooms which can be booked individually or
collectively.

The houses are set between 4 and 15 kms apart. We
recommend taking the guided walk along the Tea
Trail spending a night or two at each. For the more
adventurous there's rafting or a sunrise trek to
Adam's Peak. After a day's activity return to a
refreshing pool, afternoon tea with scones and a
crackling log fire.
